II. Tour of Fillmore Plaza noting taping of various points: property lines, widths of proposed  street, parking lane, sidewalk, patio space, planters, steps, info from Rob Duncanson, Public Works, and Ed Neuberg, Commission for People with Disabilities

III. Design Concepts
a. Discussion of Curbs vs Curbless:

     
Curbless:

· Drainage a  problem

· Need doming – ADA requirements

· Plowing a problem: curbless streets are in warmer climates 

· Valet problematic

· Parking meters placement problematic: possibly install ones that can be removed for events

· Question of having curbless with no parking on the north end and possibly have valet there

                
Curbs: Rolled or Hollywood style
· 4 inches versus 6in height for standard curb

· No drainage or plowing problems

· Standard parking meters could be used

· Doming not needed to meet ADA requirements

· Valet workable

b.   Discussion of Parking
CCNBID & Design Workshop comments:

· Retail drives the activity on the block

· 18 parking spots are required to equally distribute to retailers

      along the block 

· The perception of being able to park is important to customers—leads to directing customers to the parking garages

Other comments:

· 2nd – 3rd Ave. on Fillmore is narrower so only 1 side of parking there

· ROW varies throughout the district

· Advocating no parking at all between 1st – 3rd, or, at the very least, minimal parking       

· Expected to see a concept showing parking on alternating sides                   

· Expected to see no parking on north end of plaza

· Typical CCN metered block brings in about $1,800/meter

Led to discussion of Patios

· Lots of planters, not much patio space for seating – 12’ to 13’ –

· Want a patio with the feel of Starbucks patio @ 2nd & Fillmore  which is 24 ft ( only building between 2nd – 3rd  on east side with that depth setback)

· Eliminate some planters.  Response: shade of trees is very 


           important    

· Clutter is an issue – lighting questions???

· What about planters/trees in different place on north end to 

                                 create more patio space for restaurants at that end

     
CCNBID & Design Workshop comments:

· Restaurants/patios only on north end, not south end near 1st     

· Aiming for a double row of tables – could move the planters more toward the middle for more patio space but doing so would decrease the event size in the (middle) street area

· Planters are as small as they can be and still hold good sized trees – contribute uniformity and a calming effect

· Sunlight issue:  east side is hotter and trees should help  

Led to discussion on Materials: 

· Brick or porous brick building face to building face except in truncated area.

· Porous doesn’t need as much surface drainage but would need piping below the drain – 3 x more expensive.

IV. Liquor License Issues:  Penny May, Director of Excise and 


      Licensing :

a.  Need “clear possession and control” – fencing/railing

b. Special event permit: whether Vacation or IGA, only a non-profit can apply for a special event permit – 10 days/year/single entity

(CCNBID has a non-profit arm)

c. Regular liquor license: patio area has to remain contiguous - for a restaurant to serve beyond designated area it would need to modify liquor license

d. If in the ROW need permit from Public Works –  need  6 -8 ft. pedestrian access.
