a.) A four season Plaza that is a flexible, promoting multi-purpose space with on-going activities and  creative features that potentially include a water feature, art, ice rink and other guest amenities

b.)

Elements that draw users to Fillmore Plaza’s mid block location

d.) Visible site lines for shopping and activities from both First and 

Second Avenues by excluding obtrusive permanent structures (foundation based) from the plaza.
