Resolution to Retain Fillmore Plaza as Open Space



Background:
In November, 2005, the Fillmore Plaza redevelopment process was initiated by the Cherry Creek Steering Committee with the selection of CommArts as the design consultant to facilitate discussion and prepare Plaza concept drafts.  The Fillmore Plaza Working Group was formed and utilized to provide feedback to CommArts with regard to stakeholder opinions on the present and future use of Fillmore Plaza.


A desired ends and outcomes statement was prepared by CommArts and distributed to all stakeholder groups in order to facilitate a common vision for Fillmore Plaza.  Six (6) conceptual designs for the Plaza were developed.  CommArts’ conceptual designs were presented at a public meeting in January, 2006, for the purpose of obtaining resident and business owner input and comments on the vision for the Plaza.  Since Fillmore Plaza is the only designated open space in Cherry Creek North for pedestrian use, as well as a venue for the holding of events for the general public, the attendees at this meeting expressed overwhelming support for the retention of Fillmore Plaza’s pedestrian oriented open space without any vehicular street traffic.


Subsequent to the public meeting, two (2) Steering Committee and two (2) Working Group meetings were utilized to analyze the stakeholder comments and input with a primary focus on the feasibility of opening Fillmore Plaza to through traffic.  Both developers have stated that successful retail depends upon the existence of street visibility.  They further stated that without community support for a street opening up the Plaza to traffic, they would develop office or residential space instead of retail space. 


The consensus of the Fillmore Plaza Working Group, as expressed at its February 23, 2006 meeting, was that Fillmore Plaza should remain designated pedestrian open space and should not be opened to vehicular street traffic.



Resolution:
The Cherry Creek North Neighborhood Association (CCNNA) supports the community’s consensus decision that Fillmore Plaza should remain as designated open space for pedestrian use and should not be open for vehicular street traffic.



At the same time, CCNNA strongly supports the goals of the businesses in the Business Improvement District to enhance their financial success as well as their continued efforts to provide creative and unique retail services to Cherry Creek North and to all of the greater Denver community.
